Theoretical, social, political and economic aspects in the formulation and management of information policies. 

Presentation of the set of instruments that involves the conception, implementation, monitoring and evaluation of 

information policies in the private and public spheres. Understanding the relationship between information, politics 

and power and the different facets of informational power in the context of the informational state. 
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
